I. Terms and Conditions of Use

1. AutoType is macro software based on Microsoft’s VBA technology. Its purpose is to enhance MS Word® for Windows® functionality and is provided on an “as is” basis.

2. In no event shall the author be liable for any consequential, incidental, or indirect damages of any kind arising out of the use of this software.

3. It is not allowed to modify or disassemble this software or part(s) of it.

4. It is not allowed to distribute this software to third parties.

5. The user is allowed to install and run this software on 1 (one) computer only.

II. System Requirements

AutoType has been developed with great care. It supports MS Word® for Windows® (packages MS Office 97, 2000, XP, and 2003). Hardware requirements: 

1) Minimal screen resolution 800x600 pixels,

2) Pointing device.

III. Installation 

The installation of AutoType is more than simple. Close all other applications. Click the “Install” button, located after the Help menu on your MS Word® menu bar. Your macro security settings (Word 2000 or later) may display a security pop-up. You should agree to trust the project signed by Svetozar Batoev.  Please note that starting the installation of AutoType, you accept the terms and conditions of use, as described above.

IV. Getting Started With AutoType 

1. What is AutoType? AutoType is a utility to facilitate the typing process for the MS Word® users, saving effort, time, and expenses. It does so by maintaining custom dictionaries in an extremely simple to use manner. Typically, you will need two mouse clicks to insert a word or a whole sentence into your document. In the same simple manner you update your dictionaries. Read the sections below to discover all the cool features of AutoType.

2. How to start AutoType? Press the AutoType button [[image: image1.png](&) AutaType



] on the menu bar. Usually it is located after the Help menu. When you start AutoType for the very first time it will create a set of custom dictionaries based on the languages in use with your computer (for Word 97 – a dictionary based on the language you are currently typing in). AutoType is multi-lingual. You may use simultaneously dictionaries in completely different languages, e.g. French, Cyrillic, and Chinese. For list of available languages, see your Windows regional options (located in Control Panel).

3. How do I insert text in my document? Press the AutoType button. AutoType will automatically choose the right dictionary for you, so the only thing left to do is click the entry you need. That’s all. Hint: use AutoType for frequently used words/phrases that are long or difficult to type.

4. How do I insert entries in my dictionaries? In your Word document select the text you wish to insert. Press the AutoType button. AutoType will insert the selected text into the correct dictionary. Another way to do this is to use the Add Word button from the AutoType main view. You can insert text with length from 2 up to 60 characters. Hint: you may consider opening an existing document and fill in your dictionaries in the simple manner provided by the Auto Detect button.

5. How many dictionaries supports AutoType? Only the system resources of your computer limit the number of the dictionaries. If you work with more than one language AutoType will always determine the language you currently use and select the appropriate dictionary. (This is the language that your Word application detects). Note: to add new dictionary use the Add Tab button from the AutoType main view. To delete a dictionary – right-click its tab and choose “Delete”; you can use the other option called “Clear” to empty the contents of a dictionary.

6. How many entries per dictionary supports AutoType? Having in mind the ease of work with AutoType, the author matched this number with the screen resolution of your PC. This means you see all the words from your current dictionary on-screen (ordered alphabetically and having big leading letters). Thus finding a specific word is indeed an easy job to do.

7. Can I type characters not appearing on my keyboard? Yes. Click Add Char button from the AutoType main view. Press Load List to access about 800 special characters. Note: depending on your Windows version some characters may not appear.

8. Cool tip for hard workers. Separate your dictionaries by subjects. When you do so, you may wish to use the Auto Tab button from the AutoType main view. When it reads “ON” – AutoType chooses automatically a dictionary (based on the language you currently use). When it reads “OFF” – AutoType chooses the dictionary locked by you. (To lock a dictionary, click on its tab and press the Auto Tab button. Hold the mouse pointer over the button to see what dictionary is currently locked, if any).

9. AutoType extras. Right-click any entry in AutoType to access a pop-up menu with the following options: 


First Cap – type specified entry with its first character in upper case,


All Caps – type specified entry in upper case,


Lowercase – type specified entry in lower case,

Edit – edit specified entry (not applicable for the special symbols),


Move To Other Tab – move specified entry to another dictionary,


Delete – delete specified entry from the current dictionary.

V. Miscellaneous

1. How to close AutoType. There are two ways to do this. First, the Close button which acts in a way similar to a Minimize button [-]. Second, the [x] button which ends AutoType completely. Use the latter one when you need to restart AutoType.

2. How to uninstall AutoType. Click the “Uninstall” button, located after the Help menu on your MS Word® menu bar.
