Grid Displays – Spreadsheet Format

There are several areas where information is displayed in a row and column format similar to an Excel, Lotus, Quatro, etc. spreadsheet. Along the right side and bottom of these displays, there will be a set of buttons with arrows indicating up or down or left or right. These are called scroll bars and they are used in typical Windows fashion. The buttons are used with your mouse to scroll about in the display to see information that may be beyond the edge of the window that is displayed. 

Information is listed in the grid in some specific order. Many times, in an order that you have chosen.

In TOOLSET editing, for example, repair information will be displayed in order of the vehicle number and by date. Using the scroll bar buttons, you can quickly find a particular repair record for a vehicle by simply moving up and down in the listing to find the record you need.


This also lets you see the records in proper order so that an out-of-sequence odometer reading will be easy to spot and correct.
